2.   Stabling:  Limited stabling on the grounds- $20/ day stall or overnight.   

3.   Beginner test, Intro and T-1 and T-2 to be ridden in small arena (20 x 40) 

All other tests will be in the 20 x 60 arena.  Footing is sand on limestone base. 

Warm up in the arena that is not being used or indoor arena. 

4.    Post entry: Onetime $10 fee & your test may be scheduled for the end of 

the show.  If entries and check are not in hand by closing please call with your 

request. This is considered a post entry but welcome.   If you must scratch after 

closing, all fees will be returned except your office fee. 

5.    Attire:  Dress informal. Proper footwear and helmets required when 

mounted.  No tie-downs/martingales allowed. (Exception, Beginner Walk Test) 

6.    Negative Coggins test within 12 months. Please send copy with entries or 

have them with you. 

7.    In case of really bad weather please call to confirm that the show is still on.  

All fees will be returned or maintained for the next show, your choice.  

8.    Directions: Coming into Oxford going North on Hwy 7 or east or west on 

Hwy 6: In Oxford go North on Hwy 7.   After the University Drive & Sisk turn 

right onto Hwy 30 & go 1.3 miles E.  Look for the BP station, “Littlejohn’s” on 

the Left and Shell Station on the Right.  Turn Left there onto CR 215.  Go 1.8 

miles than swing right onto CR 202.  Go 1.6 miles to a paved driveway on the 

Right. The number is clearly on the box, # 148.  We have white Centaur 

Fencing along the road. 

9.    All judges are approved by MsEDA and points earned will apply toward 

year-end awards. Points will also count for Delta Dressage year end awards.
